Host families are currently 

sought in the State of 

Hawaii to provide 

homestays during the 

academic year 2009-2010 

for high school-aged 

students under the 

auspices of the 

International Hospitality 

Center (IHC).  Exchange 

students are carefully 

selected and take part in 

an intensive orientation 

and training programs.  

Participants are 

sponsored by major 

international education 

and culture exchange 

organizations, including 

the Center for Cultural 

Interchange, the Future 

Leaders Exchange (FLEX) 

and Youth Exchange and 

Study (YES) US 

Congressional grantees), 

Spanish Heritage, World 

Exchange Program (Italy) 

and Center for Support to 

Education and Training 

(Vietnam).  All participants 

are covered by health and 

accident insurance and 

have their own spending 

money.  The students’ 

English abilities allow 

them to carry a standard 

academic course load and 

participate fully in host 

family life.   

Hosts provide room and 

board without 

remuneration; however, a 

charitable tax deduction 

may be taken for serving 

as a volunteer host family.  

Hosts may choose sex, 

nationality, and age (15-

18) and work closely with 

IHC in the selection 

process.  Counseling and 

assistance by IHC is 

provided throughout the 

academic year. 

IHC is Hawaii’s 

community-based, 

volunteer organization 

providing programming 

and hospitality services to 

government and 

foundation grantees and 

sponsored international 

exchange students.  

Touching the lives of 4883 

participants from 48 

countries in the past year, 

IHC involves over 1,200 

community volunteers 

statewide. Host families 

are also sought for short-

term hospitality and 

homestays from two days 

to four weeks.

For the past 22 years 

Hawaii families have 

welcomed Au Pairs into 

their homes through the 

Au Pair in America 

Program.  For those 

who aren’t familiar with 

the term, an au pair is 

an English-speaking 

young woman, aged 18-

26 years, who comes to 

America to spend one 

year (Renewable for a 

second year) in a 

family.  She provides 45 

hours of childcare per 

week for infants through 

school-aged children.

The weekday 

program consists of 

English classes in the 

morning, followed by 

afternoon activities 

and excursions 

around Oahu.  We 

match high school 

students with host 

families for the short 

four-week program so 

they can be totally 

immersed in English 

and also learn about 

American culture and 

daily life.  Students 

travel to/from host 

homes and St. 

Andrews Priory 

School by public bus.  

On the weekends, we 

ask that hosts involve 

their student in host 

routines and 

participation in family 

life.  

Parent/Adult classes 

are also offered 3 

mornings per week 

for four weeks to 

allow parents of our 

English Language 

students to improve 

their conversational 

abilities and to 

develop cross-cultural 

skills.

Do not expect them 

to fit into the family 

immediately or 

automatically.  Be patient 

and give them time to 

adjust.          

Entertaining host 

moment: One time we 

were hosting a boy from 

Azerbaijan and 3 girls 

from Spain, Bosnia, and 

Japan. One day, the Azeri 

boy’s chore was washing 

dishes, which he refused 

to do because “It’s a 

woman’s job!” As soon as 

he made this comment, all 

3 host sisters jumped on 

him with fierce 

reprimands. The next day, 

he volunteered to do the 

dishes without being told!
